Chairman’s Welcome and Opening Remarks 
The Chair, Cllr Palmer, welcomed Members to the meeting. 2 members of the public were, representing the Ifton Colliery.  The Chair declared the Meeting open at 7:53pm.

Ifton Colliery Commemorative Project – Presentation by Sue Schofield, 
Chair of the commemorative project.  In November 1968 Ifton colliery doors were closed.  The project aims to mark this 50th anniversary.  Mr Terry Ellis, former miner, presented views that this should be commemorated.  The mine had a vast impact on whole areas as many locals were employed, as both miners and support workers – St Martins came about to provide houses for the workers. Men who lost their lives should be remembered as well as the heritage. A statue would be appropriate with narrative on plinth.  Two options presented. Event being held on Saturday as an official launch.  Place on memorial garden in St Martins facing colliery.  Lord Lieutenant of Shropshire likely to unveil stature.  The cost is likely to be between £40-50k. Fundraising has started.  Will be applying for grant funding. Would like a letter of support from the PC signed by all of the members and an application for funding. Mrs Schofield will be undertaking a sponsored swim.  Hoping to raise £1k before setting a date.  Cards were provided with donation details.  Cllr Palmer asked if all local pits will be included in this memorial.  Ifton Colliery being concentrated on. Hoping to produce book about the Colliery on project completion.  Councillors asked questions about the project.  Mr Ellis congratulated Mrs Schofield on her endeavours. The statue would be commissioned from Paul Fleur, artist from Stokes of England; (Mrs Schofield left the meeting) Councillors discussed the project.  Agreed that the Clerk would write to support.

Neighbourhood Plan Meeting 23rd January 2017 with ETC: 
Cllr Egerton gave report from the Meeting.   Notes from the meeting had been circulated by email from the Town Council. Shropshire Council has queried the inclusion of the whole of the parish area in the plan; justification statement will hopefully underline reason for whole parish being included. To leave out will cause fragmentation.  Councillors discussed this issue.  
- Proposal to undertake joint Neighbourhood Plan with ETC : Cllr Garguilo proposed the motion, seconded by Cllr Baker, all agreed. Clerk to confirm. 
- Proposal to agree financial commitment from the Parish Council to share the costs of producing a Joint Neighbourhood Plan (60:40split): Noted that a grant can be applied for from central government to undertake but residue must come from the Councils.  Cllr Egerton proposed, seconded by Cllr Garguilo, all agreed with 1 Councillor abstaining.
Any consultation will have to commence after election period.  Purdah commences on 13th March with publication of election notices.  
b)
Cllr Baker attended footpath forum meeting: footpaths requiring attention should be put forward by the PC directly to the footpaths dept– priority footpaths need to be put on official form and submitted. Footpath complaints should all go through Shropshire Council.
c) 
Cemetery committee – fencing going in and looking good. Councillors agreed improvements have been done very well and money well spent. Now looking to extend Memorial Garden. Anne Harris is stepping down.
d) Parish Plan update –Clerk gave precis of idea to update parish plan – short achievements leaflet – to liaise with Sue Thomas and pursue to report back in March as to what can be produced.

(b) Dudleston Heath – new waste bin has been provided. New notice board has been installed; Cllr Ward noted he needs to re-photograph sign in shelter in order to obtain quotes for new ones. It was reported that a 30mph limit has put in instead of 40mph for purposes of diversion to assist traffic calming.  Wooden bus shelter repairs on hold as currently too wet to paint.  Fly tipping debris has been removed. 
(c) Welsh Frankton – VAS working for heavy goods vehicles but not still working as designed for cars as it activates too late.  Discussions have been and continue to be ongoing. 
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(d) Tetchill – footpath – Lower Frankton to start of footpath – crop on all of fields. Reported to Foothpaths dept.     Cllr Dyke to take over the determination of a position for the new notice board.  Clerk to forward details to highways.  Discussed signage for notice boards.  The ‘signtist’ –Clerk to email requesting quote when dimensions received from Councillors.
