Proposal:  Erection of extension to existing agricultural building
Applicant: Mr N Nicholls

No objections were raised. All agreed to support as proposed by Cllr Ward, seconded by Cllr Egerton.  Resolved.

· 17/03208/FUL  (validated: 04/07/2017)
Address:  Barn To The South Of, Lee, Ellesmere, Shropshire
Proposal:  Application under Section 73a of the Town and Country Planning Act for the erection of one 2-storey dwelling with 2-bay part open fronted garage; erection of detached storage building; change of use of agricultural land to domestic residential use; formation of vehicular access track
Applicant: Dukescroft Limited (Ben Pocock, White Meadow, Ellesmere Road, Harmer Hill, SY4 3EE)

The Council members reviewed the plans online.  They agreed that the application complies with current policy. The development site falls within the named settlement of Lee, being centrally placed on the through road, between the two name location signs. (The settlement of Lee is included in the Local Plan for development as follows:

"S8.2(iv): Tetchill, Lee and Whitemere Cluster
The settlements of Tetchill, Lee and Whitemere are a Community Cluster where development by infilling, groups of houses and conversions may be acceptable on suitable sites within the development boundary identified on the Policies Map. The housing guideline across the Cluster is around 20 dwellings. A single allocated site identified on the Policies Map will deliver around 10 dwellings in Tetchill. In Lee and Whitemere development will be limited to single infill plots and conversions.")

The Parish Council Members agreed that they are content that this plot constitutes an infill site as defined in the Local Plan. Having consulted residents, the Planning Committee Chair confirmed that the settlement of Lee is locally recognised as beginning at the name location sign near the Chapel running through to the Lee sign on the other side past The Smithy. The settlement map submitted with the application is totally and accurately indicative of the settlement of Lee and is fully supported by the Council. 

Cllr Dyke, representing the Lee Ward, gave an overview of the application. Councillors agreed with Cllr Dyke that the plot is not a piece of pasture land in open countryside but a site that has an existing building and, as such, is ideally suited for re-development.

Councillors agreed that the development of the site would be beneficial in terms of improving the plot by tidying up the old stack yard, a view that is supported by local residents. 

Councillors unanimously approved the scheme stating that the build design is sympathetic to the building and much thought and detail has been put into the application. The site has an existing hedge boundary and buildings providing a footprint and making this a suitable infill plot.

Councillors agreed that the local knowledge provided by Council Members in responding to this response is valid, vital and key and the views expressed are representative of the local community. 

The Parish Council agreed to support this application as proposed by Cllr Dyke, seconded by Cllr Egerton, all agreed. Clerk to inform Shropshire Council. Resolved.

Councillors reviewed the plans online and discussed the proposed variation of conditions. 
The Council members voiced their concerns and objections to the removal of the conditions as outlined.  Councillors queried how construction on site can commence without the site access, road layout and sewerage/drainage detail in place. The Parish Council has received a number of complaints about lack of detail in the application for drainage/sewerage arrangements. This has been relayed to the relevant authorities. Safe highway access to the development site is critical.

The PC Members agreed that the access junction needs to be in place prior to commencement of building and has previously suggested that this should form part of a mini roundabout joining with the junction of Brynalt Lane thereby creating a much needed traffic calming measure through the village and also improving Highways access for the village. 

The Parish Council Members agreed not accept the changes proposed and to strongly object to this application as proposed by Cllr Ward, seconded by Cllr Dyke, all agreed. Clerk to inform Shropshire Council. Resolved.
