Brinault Lane: road not being cleaned following agricultural activity – mud and stones (Coachman’s Bridge and Cottage): Need to reinstate footpath also.  Report to Highways and arrange for letter to be sent to remind of responsibilities.  
Hordley – slow down signs have been removed – please reinstate to highlight the humps.
