Councillors discussed the original planning permission for the site and compared it with the current application. Ellesmere Town Council’s objections were discussed and Councillors referred to their previous objections to the last application.  It was agreed that a meeting with the Planning Officers would be convened to discuss both Council’s concerns. Cllr Ward proposed objecting to the scheme, seconded by Cllr Egerton, all agreed. Resolved. Clerk to submit the following objection: 


Ellesmere Rural Parish Council objects to this application, which it notes replaces the withdrawn 19/0187/REM, and maintains the grounds on which it objected to that application. It is supportive of the comments submitted by Ellesmere Town Council to this application.

ERPC is concerned that the original masterplan for this site, for which outline permission was granted, appears to be being deviated from. The Town and Parish Councils were supportive of the original scheme.

Under the original permission, a link road was to be constructed from the A495 Oswestry Road for Phase 1 of the development. This proposal would have taken all of the construction traffic away from the town and would have significantly lessened any impact on Ellesmere and its immediate surroundings from any building works. The current application is specifying access via Cambridge Court, Canal Way (unadopted) and the town. The Parish Council would like to refer to its objection to 19/0187/REM in relation to this proposal. Routing construction traffic through the town and housing developments will cause unacceptable detrimental effects to residential amenity, noise and air pollution from construction traffic, and pedestrian and highway safety hazards. As stated in our previous objection, the housing estate's block paved road surface is completely unsuited to withstand construction traffic. On street parking significantly reduces the passing width availability. As also confirmed by the Town Council, the narrow pinch point at the junction of Scotland Street and Canal Way junction makes it impossible for lorries to pass this point.

In addition to the serious concerns held over the proposed access arrangements, the Parish Council insists that a scheme must be put into place to ensure that the water courses be regularly and properly maintained, which to date they have not been. The Tetchill Brook watercourse requires clearing out to prevent flooding, which is currently an significant issue. This failure is having a detrimental impact on Tetchill. This matter should be rectified prior to commencement of any development.

It has been noted that the holding pond which featured in the original application has now been removed from the plans. There is no evidence of a new drainage scheme or how it will be implemented.

The Parish Council strongly objects to the proposed scheme and requests that the original conditions be imposed and adhered to.
