Street lighting – To consider Shropshire Council’s response in relation to transfer of ownership of A road lighting in Dudleston Heath

Cllr Ward proposed the transfer of lights within the 30mph zone in Dudleston Heath to Shropshire Council, seconded by Cllr Davenport, all agreed. It was noted that there are 11 lights in the cluster, not 10.  To proceed with the removal of the unserviceable lights as proposed by Cllr Ward, seconded by Cllr Davenport, all agreed.Resolved.

Parish Matters/Items for the September Agenda 
The Gravel Hole is to be included on the agenda for discussion.  Land registry searches have found that it appears that the area has been incorrectly included within a neighbouring property’s boundary probably as a conveyancing error.  It was suggested that the Chairman and Clerk visit a Solicitor to further its removal and return it for community use . The nomination to have the land registered as a community asset is progressing. The land is demarked as common land with Natural England and DEFRA.  The old cattle pen needs removing.  A right of way exists across the entrance.  Cllr Egerton proposed a Solicitor be consulted, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed. Resolved. 

Cllr Ward gave apologies until the November Meeting. Noted.
