Councillors expressed support overall for the application. The Parish Council is supportive of the proposals outlined in this application. The Councillors raised various concerns regarding access. It was suggested that an improved visibility splay at the main road would be of benefit. Also, whilst provision has been made to install passing places between the farm and the main road, which is welcomed, Cllr Evans pointed out that no provision has been made in the plans to cater for traffic approaching the farm from the other direction. The Councillors agreed that some passing places should be installed between the farm and Dudleston Hall (the boundary mark for the farm's land). The Councillors expressed the opinion that many visitors will also come from the other direction, such as from Criftins School and not always via the main road, and this should be catered for. Cllr Evans proposed supporting the application with the above comments, seconded by Cllr Ward, all agreed. Resolved.
